On October 22nd I finished installing four texts and four videos in this space. It wasn’t easy. I hadn’t realised in the beginning that I was dealing with a hallway. I thought at the time that it was only a slightly unusual exhibition space. It only occurred to me later what it really was. My main objective was to arrange my works in the best way possible and in doing so I was forced to gradually reduce my ideas and expectations on how the final installation was going to look. All this for a single reason: to become the 20th recipient of the Jindřích Chalupecký Award. On November 20th that goal was achieved. This was followed by fourteen days of satisfaction and contentment. I don’t have to go into detail about this emotion, we’ve all experienced it... if not .... there’s no way to describe it. 
On November 25th the phone rang... the voice on the other end informed me that they changed the installation ... for the simple reason... that the day before, the fire commission came to DOX... They checked to see if the gallery was complying with fire prevention norms... In order to satisfy the commission's demands, the DOX employees had rearranged part of my installation - all the texts and two videos... To avoid escape-route violations... otherwise the commission had threatened to close the entire building down.

A couple of confused questions first came to mind - Why, if the corridor is over three meters wide and my installation didn't even take up half that space? - Why, if two people could easily pass through the remaining half? - Does DOX really need such a wide corridor and stairway?
Then I realised something I’d overlooked the whole time: the escape routes are the same size here as the exhibition spaces. I began to ask myself: Was it my fault that I wasn’t able to tell what was and was not the exhibition space? – Did they expand the service and safety spaces to the detriment of the exhibition spaces?
In the end I remained perplexed: Whom should I be angry with? With the fire-prevention commission? With the head of the Jindřich Chalupecký Society? With DOX? 
I decided to take down the installation and store it away in the screening room behind this wall.
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
